Resources/materials needed:

Coffee can, 6 assorted items to place inside (a theme can be used, like office supplies - paper clip, pen, stapler, etc.) 
Procedure (please be as specific as possible):
Pick six items that will fit into a coffee can. Show the items to the class and explain each of them, going over necessary vocabulary and writing the names of the objects on the board. Then put all the items out of sight, erase the words on the board and put one of the objects secretly in the coffee can.  The students take turns asking questions that will give them information about what might be in the can.  You can only answer questions with a yes or no.  This is a good time to practice properly forming questions.  The learners take turns asking questions while also listening to answers given to other learners' questions and use the information gained to make a reasonable guess.  A correct guess wins a prize and you go on to a new object.  An incorrect guess means that the person is out of that round and you go on to the next learner.  Keep going around the room answering yes or no questions until someone identifies the object or a maximum of 20 questions is reached. 
Variations or modifications:
Have a class member be the leader and put the item in the can and answer other learners' questions.
Impact on your program or learners:
This is a good warm-up activity that is both educational and fun.  It also helps to build class unity.
